BOARD OF DIRECTORS
May 14, 2026
Regular Board Meeting Minutes

CALL TO ORDER: Chairman Findley called the May Regular Board Meeting of the Hermiston Irrigation District Board of Directors to order at 4:03 p.m.

ROLL CALL: Business Manager Nash recorded all in attendance. Present at the meeting were Directors Bryan Allstott, Ian Findley; and Bryon Zumwalt; District Manager Karra Van Fossen; Business Manager Sonia Nash; and Bureau of Reclamation Umatilla Field Office Interim Manager Tom Appler. Directors Cody Marcum and Steve Wallace were not in attendance.

PUBLIC COMMENT: None

GUESTS: None

NEW AGENDA ITEMS TO CONSIDER: Nothing to add to the Agenda.

MINUTES: The Board reviewed the April 16, 2026 Regular Board Meeting Minutes and the April 30, 2026 Special Board Meeting Minutes. Director Zumwalt moved to approve the minutes as presented. Director Allstott seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

FINANCIAL STATEMENTS & VOUCHERS: The Board reviewed and approved the April 2026 Profit & Loss Report and Check Voucher Report. The Board reviewed and approved the accounts payable receipts and Bank Statements.  Business Manager Nash gave a report of the District’s financial standings. 

Business Manager Nash advised the Board that collection calls would be made next week and that there remains approximately $210,573.29 in outstanding account receivables, and $21,345.80 of that remaining from previous years.

PERSONNELL: District Manager Van Fossen reported to the Board that she terminated Field Manager Gonzalez on May 11, 2026 and will be posting the position on May 15, 2026. She also reported that Business Manager Nash posted the Receptionist/Customer Service Representative job posting along with Ditchrider job posting. 

FIELD MANAGER’S REPORT: District Manager Van Fossen reported to the Board that the whole crew met with the Bureau of Reclamation crew to learn how to adjust the Maxwell Pump Station. 

District Manager Van Fossen reported to the Board that we had just received the gear box needed for the side mower and that we will get that repaired in order to get caught up on all the mowing around the District that needs completed.

District Manager Van Fossen reported to the Board that due to the District being down to one CDL driver. HID offered to send Jailee Vogt to Truck Driving School. District Manager stated she would check to see if they offer night classes.
  


District Manager Van Fossen reported to the Board that she went out to Richard Hoffman’s property and looked over his delivery. She stated that at the end of the B-Line it has a smaller pipe that could be the problem as to why he is not receiving a full head of water during his irrigation time. She stated they would be looking into that more and see what repairs need to be made.

District Manager Van Fossen reported to the Board that Hendon Construction was flooded out again. She stated that her and Interim Field Manager Vogt went out there and found that Bill Kik’s property had a low spot that had been flattened by his cows that ended up going into a little ditch that the City of Umatilla had placed sandbags in that then backed up the water and it ran down Wildwood Ln and caused the flooding to Hendon Construction. District Manager Van Fossen called Bill Kik and he reported to her that he would get it fixed prior to the next time he received water.

District Manager Van Fossen reported to the Board that she and Interim Field Manager Vogt went out and checked Greg Jared’s property and stated that they would try to give 5 more hours of time and see how that works as they would have to change the flood schedule for everyone on that specific schedule.  The Board agreed with her and stated that it was reasonable.
 
WATER & LAND USE REPORT: District Manager Van Fossen reported to the Board that she had met with FCA and that they had completed the draft plan updates and had addressed the comments that were received on the plan and resent it out for the comment period to end May 15, 2026.

District Manager Van Fossen reported to the Board that she received an email from Josh at Anderson Perry in regards to them expanding the 10th Street Bridge by the Henry K Subdivision. She stated that when Tyler Brandt placed the sewer line for the subdivision, he moved Tanya Kopacz irrigation delivery and moved it closer to the bridge instead of closer to the residence and in doing so he moved it into the path of where they are expanding the bridge. Anderson Perry will need to contact BOR and Anderson Perry/City of Hermiston will need to move the delivery.

OLD BUSINESS
2019 CHEVY TRUCK ACCIDENT: Business Manager Nash reported to the Board that she and District Manager Van Fossen had a call with Progressive insurance yesterday, May 13, 2026. Progressive reported that they are taking full liability for the accident and they would come pick up the pickup on Friday, May 15, 2026 and would inspect the vehicle and come back to us with an offer as they are totaling the vehicle. Chairman Findley stated they would approve via email when Business Manager Nash receives the amount and ratify at the next Board Meeting. 

DEVELOPERS AGREEMENTS: District Manager Van Fossen reported to the Board that HID has an appeal date of May 27, 2026 with Tyler Brandt and the City of Hermiston in regards to sign off authority for the Henry K Subdivision.

TRIBAL WATER RIGHTS SETTLEMENT: Bureau of Reclamation Umatilla Field Office Interim Manager Tom Appler came before the Board to explain the Tribal Water Rights Settlement as the District has had new Directors since the beginning of the Tribal Water Rights Settlement. 




NEW BUSINESS
CHANGE OF BOARD SECRETARY: Director Zumwalt moved to change Board Secretary from District Manager Murray to District Manager Van Fossen. Director Allstott seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

AUTHORIZED SIGNER OF ACCOUNTS: Business Manager Nash requested a motion to remove Annette Kirkpatrick and Jeremy Bolen and the addition of Cody Marcum and Karra Van Fossen to the District’s bank account and to have Karra Van Fossen listed as the Admin. Director Zumwalt approved the motion as presented. Director Allstott seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.

MANAGER’S REPORT: District Manager went through the calendar of events with the Board as listed on the agenda.

ADJOURNMENT: There being no further business, Director Zumwalt moved to adjourn the meeting at 5:32 p.m.  Director Allstott seconded the motion and it passed unanimously.
